Anglický jazyk vyučujeme už od první třídy jako povinný předmět, už od první třídy žáky učí kvalifikovaný učitel - rodilý mluvčí. 

Vzhledem k dvojjazyčné koncepci naší školy musí žáci zvládnout angličtinu na daleko vyšší úrovni, než jakou předepisuje současné české kurikulum. Proto vycházíme z mezinárodního programu Cambridge International Primary Program. Tento program vyvinula a administruje organizace Cambridge International Examination při Cambridge University.

cíle výuky

Specifické cíle výuky jsou rozepsány v níže uvedených tabulkách. Obecně lze říci, že všechny tyto dílčí cíle vedou k tomu, aby: 

- žáci zvládli angličtinu jako komunikativní prostředek v běžném styku, jako jazyk literatury krásné i odborné a jako nástroj svého vyjadřování v mluveném i psaném projevu na úrovni, která jim umožní studium na dvojjazyčném gymnáziu Nový PORG; na konci 5. třídy by naši žáci měli být na úrovni B1+ podle Evropského jazykového rámce 

- rozvíjeli své znalosti a dovednosti v jazykové komunikaci obecně 

nástroje a metody, kterými ověřujeme plnění cílů:

- plnění dílčích cílů (viz níže konkrétní cíle podle ročníků u jednotlivých předmětů) vyhodnocují učitelé v rámci průběžného hodnocení a pravidelného výstupního hodnocení, které žáci dostávají dvakrát do roka


- k sledování postupu žáků jednotlivými úrovněmi programu žáky dvakrát ročně testujeme pomocí externích standardizovaných testů 

- v 5. třídě se naši žáci účastní srovnávacího testování - s využitím testů Kalibro ověřujeme, jak jsou schopni používat své dovednosti v anglickém jazyce, a získáváme také obraz o tom, jak si jako škola vedeme v porovnání s dalšími školami, které se tohoto testování každoročně účastní


- nejpozději v 5. ročníku skládají studenti zkoušku Cambridge ESOL PET (B1), případně KET (úroveň A2) a získávají tak mezinárodně uznávaný certifikát.

časová dotace a organizace výuky: 


- 4 hodiny týdně v 1. až 5. třídě


- třída je rozdělena na dvě skupiny podle úrovně 


- program Primary English Curriculum Framework je rozdělen na šest úrovní, jimiž žáci základní školy postupují; skupiny v rámci jednoho ročníku jsou zpravidla na jiných úrovních

� Note: vocabulary and grammatical structures taught at Starters, Movers and Flyers levels are cumulative.  It is expected that topics, vocabulary, grammar and structures from Starters and Movers will be revisited and reinforced at Flyers level.


� Although Grade 4 continue to follow the Flyers programme, to aid their preparation for the PET programme in Grade 5, we have also included aims and objectives from the Key English Test Cambridge test.  Whilst KET is identical in level of difficulty (both KET and Flyers are A2 Waystage level English), the format of the exam and the nature of tasks is more closely matched to the PET test.


� In Grade 5, preparation for the PET exam occupies much of the latter stage of the school year.  As such, stages 4 and 5 of the Cambridge International Primary Programme are included together in Grade 4, where there is more time for greater coverage.  Teachers select objectives appropriate to the level of the class, but aim towards the Stage 5 objectives to maintain high expectations and challenge.


� Minimum vocabulary of colour (in listening test): black, blue, brown, green, grey, orange, pink, purple, red, yellow.


� Listening tasks should be delivered at a pace which is slow but not unnaturally so.  It may be appropriate to challenge children with a small handful of PET level tasks towards the end of Grade 4 to gauge how well they will adapt to the increased demands of the Grade 5 programme.


� At KET level, students are expected to be able to understand the main message and some detail of, for example, signs, notices, instructions, brochures, guides, personal correspondence and informative articles from newsletters and magazines.


� In addition to the specified coverage for Flyers, we also overlap this with the provision of vocabulary, grammar and structures from the KET for Schools programme.  Teachers should refer to pages 7-9 for the KET language specification.
